House” will be fully renovated and open to house 8 
more men who need a safe place! This is an exciting 
step of faith, and we need help to pull this off!  Below is a 
list of needs.

Mortar & Grout. 4 External Storm Windows.  10’ 4x4 fencing posts(x20).   Building Front & Back steps.  Heritage 
Roofing Shingles (60 bundles).  Plumbing, Flooring, Electrical, Roofing, Decking, Drywall & Painting!
